We have enjoyed sharing
our vision with the local community and 
have listened carefully to the concerns
expressed to our initial proposals. These 
have been addressed in a number of ways.
We have introduced a school site within the
Broadmeadow boundary and undertaken 
a detailed investigation of traffic issues to
ensure that the total traffic generated by our
proposed development will be less than if the
site were to be utilised for employment only.  

We have received overwhelming support for
the principle of a mixed-use development on
this site and unveil within this newsletter the
final Broadmeadow masterplan that will be
submitted with our planning application.  
The proposed development will comprise;

• 3.4 hectares employment land

• Up to 1100 homes (35% of which 
will be affordable housing)

• A primary school site

• 16 hectares of public open space 
and wildlife reserve

• Ancillary uses including local 
shops and facilities

Our aim is to provide quality affordable
housing, a new local centre to provide a 
range of shops and services and to create
new job opportunities via an area set aside
for commercial use. We also aim to
incorporate a nature reserve encircled by 
the River Gipping as well as plenty of green,
open space including sports pitches, play
areas and cycleways. 

A planning application will be submitted 
in June 2006 and we very much hope that
Babergh District Council will support the
appropriate comprehensive redevelopment 
of this brownfield site.  Until a decision 
is made as to the future of this redundant
eyesore, we welcome your continued 
support and urge you to follow the progress
of our planning application, in order that 
we can create something really special for 
the people of Ipswich.

Nature watch at Broadmeadow

Over the past ten months a number of

ecology surveys have taken place both day

and night to investigate bat and amphibian

life on the island as well as looking at bird

populations on the industrial and  island

sites. The information gathered by the

surveys forms the basis of ongoing ecology

meetings that give local interest groups 

the opportunity to discuss the future of 

the island and the nature reserve. 

New home for abandoned fire engine

When the BBC featured the Broadmeadow

site on its evening news programme last

May, no one expected an abandoned

Dennis fire engine to attract much attention.

However, one eagle-eyed television viewer,

Darren Roberts, chairman of the local

Leyland Bus Preservation Group spotted

the derelict fire engine and wrote to ask

whether JG Land & Estates would consider

donating it to his group. The new owner of

the former British Sugar site was pleased

to help out and this valuable piece of

Dennis history has gone to join three buses

and two other fire engines in the group’s

collection, where it will be restored to 

its former glory and exhibited at shows

around the country.
